REPAIR & mAINTENANCE UPDATES
PaVINg
The repair to the concrete entry aprons at the eastern 
entrances is started. The main center entry, the one with the 
big sign near National College, and the next one to the south 
are being rebuilt.

The process will take some time as the old 
concrete will be cut up and removed, then 
the new will be poured. Unlike blacktop, 
concrete needs several days before it 
hardens properly and can be driven on.

Repairs are also scheduled on the service road to the south. 
This is the road between the shopping center and Rt. 161. 

The contractor will do the same job as 
on the center entries and will cut out 
the bad concrete, remove it and then 
pour new concrete. The process will 
take some time and there may be some 
detours and disruptions for few days.

NEW ROOFs
The installation of new roofing is in full force in the 
southwest portion of the shopping center. The Ohio Thrift 
offices have been completed. The work will proceed south 
from Dollar General south to Avis, and then around the 
corner east to the alley, with all those roofs being replaced.

Holland Roofing from Columbus is the contractor. The 
process requires the removal of all existing roofing. Then  
all-new “high efficiency” energy 
saving insulation is placed on the 
deck, and a brand new modern 
EPDM rubber roof is installed. 

The work is slow and time-
consuming as the materials have 
to be lifted off and on the roof by 
cranes. Holland will be on site for 
several weeks before completing 
the work.
